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NEW YEAR HONOURS

As a woman in her twen-
ties was carried from a

bombed-out Underground car-
riage during the horrors of July 7
last year, Insp Glen McMunn saw
the light of life in her eyes flicker
out. 

‘Almost one of the last people
to be taken out of the carriage was
this young woman. I was helping
to move her out, I had hold of her
legs and the other officers were
holding her by her torso. 

‘As we were moving her I just
saw her eyes; one minute they
were open and she had been talk-
ing; then her eyes closed and she
dropped her head to one side,’
says Insp McMunn. 

They had to leave her where
she was on that train and try to
find passengers who were still left
alive. Her body could also possibly
provide vital evidence for the
crime scene; Insp McMunn still
had to do his job amid the chaos
and the shock. 

Following the terrorist attacks
in London that day it would
emerge that 52 people had been
killed and 700 injured. 

The inspector, who has spent
his 25-year career as a British
Transport Police officer, was just
one of the many from the emer-
gency services who made a dif-
ference to the death toll; he was
one of the people responsible for
pulling survivors from the car-
nage. 

The officer was two hours into
his early morning shift at
Tottenham Court Road in central
London, when he took a call to
say there had been a power surge
at Liverpool Street station. 

When he and a colleague
arrived at Liverpool Street, the fire
brigade were already there and
he took a call that a person was
‘under a train’ at Edgware Road
tube station.

It later emerged that the body

had been blown up in the blast,
right through an underground tun-
nel and onto the track of another
oncoming train. 

But as the situation rapidly
developed, events took another
turn and while on his way to
Edgware he took another call to
say that people were coming out
of the station at Russell Square
with bomb injuries. 

‘I knew there were already
people dealing with the Edgware
situation and so I diverted to
Russell Square. I got there about
9.20am; we were the first police
vehicle on the scene.’

He describes people stum-
bling from the station, covered in
soot and blood. 

‘I originally thought that they
had been travelling on the train
but they had just been standing
on the platform when they were
hit by the bomb blast.’

Insp McMunn ran to the plat-
form of the Piccadilly line, where
the fated train had travelled from
Kings Cross. 

‘When I got down there I saw
the driver of the train on the plat-
form. He was hysterical and just
waving his arms saying a “bombs
gone off, a bombs gone off”.’ 

The tunnel was in a particular-
ly deep underground station and
Insp McMunn says that there was
little room to move.  

There were four paramedics
on the scene by now and he
explained that the bomb had
gone off and that people were still
trapped inside the carriage,
around 300 yards into the tunnel. 

‘We didn’t know if there had
been a secondary device planted in
there or if there were any chemi-
cals down there, but they all
agreed to come down with me.’

By this time around seven
BTP officers and other plain
clothes officers from the police
headquarters had joined them in
the search for people who may
still be alive. 

The group had to make their
way through the tunnel, with only
the aid of emergency lighting and
a few torches, through choking
smoke still billowing from the
burnt-out wreckage. 

‘I heard a pop when I was
down there and think that may
have been the bomb going off on
the bus outside; we carried on. 

‘We saw people stumbling
along through the tunnel, they
were the walking wounded. 

When I went into the car-
riage, it was like Armageddon.
The doors were blown out; there
was blood everywhere and body
parts. I think 22 people died in
that first carriage.’

As the group managed to get
into the train, they immediately
saw a man with half a leg miss-
ing; the paramedics had to get to
the priority cases and treat them
or get them out as quickly as they
could.  

‘Virtually one of the first peo-
ple we went to was Gill Hicks, she
was sat up and you could see that

She
had lost a lot of blood, you could
see one of the legs was literally
only attached by a sinew, but she
was conscious.’

Gill, a 37-year-old Australian
who had lived in London for 12
years, had been on her way to
work and was running late after
being pushed off the previous
train by another commuter, when
disaster struck. 

‘We had to use coats from the
deceased as a makeshift stretcher.
She had lost an enormous amount

of blood. I think she had technical-
ly passed away about three times
on the way to hospital.’

Insp McMunn has since seen
Gill again at a commendation cer-
emony and a number of officers,
including PC Steve Bryan and PC
Aaron Debnam, who had helped
to carry her out, had a tearful
reunion.

‘She thanked me for taking
the decision to go into the tunnel.
It’s nice to think you may have
had even a small part in saving
someone’s life.’

She has since married and
was determined to walk down the
aisle with prosthetic limbs. 

The group of officers and
other emergency service workers
managed to pull out around six or
seven people altogether, even
searching under corpses for signs
of life. 

Insp McMunn, was also at 
the scene of both the Ladbroke
Grove rail crash in October 1999,
which killed 31 people, and at
Southall when seven people 
died.
